	“I remember that the Galiban Mountains to the east of the valley were light gay mountains full of sun and  loveliness….The Santa Lucias stood up against the sky to the west…and they were dark and brooding- unfriendly and dangerous” (1).
	At the very beginning of the novel, the narrator describes these two opposing sets of mountain ranges to establish the setting which is the Salinas Valley, an area sandwiched in between the Galibans and the Santa Lucias. 
	The two mountain ranges represent the two opposing forces in humans- good and evil.
